PART A
Members of the IQAC assessed the progress and development made by the college during the past one year and keeping in mind the needs of the students, the infrastructure and resources available and to improve the quality of education, projections for the next year were decided upon, which are as follows:

It was decided that continuous and consistent efforts should be made to create awareness and improve the status of women in society through education, opportunity and employment and it should be supplemented through seminars, talks, functions etc.

· Construction of a new block comprising of four classrooms, a multi-media room and student centre should be completed.
· Activities of the placement cell should be further strengthened and streamlined.
· To increase the employable skills of the students new add –on-courses should be started.
· Impetus should be given to Technical Education for students of all streams.
· Students should be actively involved in extension activities / community service projects.
· System of feedback from students should be further streamlined and suggestions implemented. 
· Activities of the Alumni association should be further strengthened.
· Staff-members should be encouraged for research activities.
· Computer literacy to members of the teaching and non-teaching staff should be imparted.

Achievements in brief 
The members of the IQAC observed with great satisfaction the completion of the ultra-modern hostel building complete with all amenities with a capacity of about 200 students, which was made available to the students.

To further strengthen the infrastructural facilities, construction of ‘B’ Block comprising of four classrooms, a multi-media room and a students centre was also completed.

Many students benefited from the C-Toss program, which helped in enhancing their communicative skills. 

New subjects i.e. Hons. in Economics for B.Com students and Psychology and Fine Arts for B.A.I students were started in the college.

New Add-on-courses which help in the vocationalization of Education, like computer based accounting and Principles and Practices of Insurance were also made available to the students.

To strengthen the technical base of the students, First-degree level course ‘Basics in Computers’ was taught to all 1st year students.

During the current Academic Session a large no. of companies visited the college for campus placement. Sixty-One students from different streams were offered placement after the campus interviews conducted by IBM Daksh, Wipro, Infosys and Unistar Business Group.

18. Community services:
In order to sensitize the young minds towards social problems and to make them responsible and responsive citizens, lot of emphasis is laid on community services through the formation of various clubs and organizations.  Volunteers of N.S.S. (National Service Scheme) Rotaract Club, Peace Club and Red Ribbon Club perform community service in many ways.

· N.S.S. Volunteers celebrated Van Mahotsav on August 28, 2006 by planting 100 saplings. They also took ‘Sadhbhavana Pledge in order to observe ‘Sadhbhavana and Commune Harmony Diwas’.

· N.S.S. volunteers during the 10 days’ N.S.S. Camp tried to disseminate knowledge regarding the importance of girl child, HIV AIDS, Drug Abuse, Family planning methods, Teenage problems and life-style education through Nukkad Nataks, one to one interaction, holding lectures in association with N.G.OS etc. to the residents of the adopted village,’Burail’.

· In order to disseminate such knowledge successfully the students attended workshops organized by CXP-Asia Centre, Chandigarh, Servants of the people society, Chandigarh and Indian Academy of Pediatrics, free coaching was given to village women and school children in embroidery and fabric painting by the training and development group of the N.S.S. unit.

· The N.S.S. unit also organized a Blod Donation Camp in the college on February 24, 2007 in association with PGI, Lions Club, Chandigarh Greater and the college Rotaract Club in which 120 units of blood were collected.

· The peace club of the college in association with ‘Yuvsatta’ an N.G.O., organized a lecture on ‘Relevance of Gandhi Martyrdom day of Mahatma Gandhi ’ was observed on 30th January’2007 with 150 students and faculty members taking a pledge to shun violence.

· Session 2006-07 saw the formation of Red Ribbon Club and five students not only attended the Trainers’ Training programme conducted by the State Aids Control Society and Yuvsatta but also took out an AIDS-awareness rally comprising of 220 students and faculty members on 1st December, 2006 i.e. World AIDS day.

· The Club made arrangements for the performance of a skit titled ‘Yuva’ (Youth) by the Holy Theatre Group, Panchkula depicting the menace of AIDS.

· Red Ribbon Club volunteers also organized story writing, slogan writing, collage making and poster-making competitions on HIV AIDS related themes.

· The Rotaractors contributed Rs. 20,000/- towards the successful heart surgery of a six-year old poor girl child of village Burail in August 2006.

· An eye Donation Camp in association with State Blindness Control Society was also organized by Rotaractors.

· As a part of the Anti-Female Foeticide campaign, a paper-reading contest was organized by Rotaract Club in association with Lions Club, Panchkula central.

· The volunteers also paid a visit to Bal Sadan, Panchkula a home for the destitute children and spent a day with them, Blankets, B/sheets, fruits and note books were also distributed to the children.
